The 2016 Hay Festival Querétaro, 1-4 September, was the seventh held in Mexico 
(previously in Xalapa and Mexico City). After months of preparation, working closely 
with partners and sponsors, the opening was a great celebration. The programme 
was aimed at people of all ages, offering the people of Querétaro, and visitors from 
elsewhere, a range of activities involving some of the most interesting figures in the 
worlds of culture and the sciences.

There were four categories this year: the general programme; Hay Joven (for university 
students); Hay Festivalito (for families and children); and Editorial Talent (activities 
with book publishers). Through a combination of talks, debates and workshops, 
we were able to explore the diverse disciplines of literature, science, performing arts, 
journalism, music and human rights. As always, audience participation was central, 
and many conversations were continued with authors during book signings, organised 
in collaboration with Querétaro Booksellers’ Association. The Festival offers an 
opportunity for dialogue and the exchange of ideas, and we firmly believe in the power 
of the word to strengthen bonds between people, to make us think and, of course, to 
entertain.

The Municipality of Querétaro, our global partners Acción Cultural Española, the 
British Council and the BBC, together with the support of the French and Colombian 
embassies, the Dutch Literature Foundation, and collaboration with universities 
UAQ, UNAM, UVM, the Cuauhtémoc University, the Anáhuac University, ITESM, 
UANL and the McGill Institute, have all made it possible to hold a truly international 
festival, attracting more than 110 speakers from 17 countries.

We look forward to welcoming you to Querétaro again next year.

Hay is an international arts festival based in Hay-on-Wye, a small 
town on the border between England and Wales that is famous 
for its bookshops. It celebrates its 30th anniversary in 2017. The 
Festival lasts 11 days, welcomes more than 500 international 
speakers and consists of approximately 700 events, including 
debates, interviews, exhibitions, comedy and music sessions. It 
attracts booklovers from all over the United Kingdom, Europe 
and the Americas.

As one of the world’s most prestigious literary events, since 2006 
Hay Festival has been creating global festivals: Hay Festival 
Cartagena de Indias (Colombia), Hay Festival Segovia (Spain), 
Hay Festival Querétaro (Mexico) and Hay Festival Kells 
(Ireland). The latest addition is Arequipa (Peru).

We have also contributed to the creation of other successful 
literary festivals, such as those in Mantua, Italy, and Parati, Brazil. 
We run the B39 project, instigated in Bogota (2007), Beirut 
(2010), Port Harcourt (Nigeria, 2014) and Mexico (2015), 
whereby we select and promote writers aged under 40, working 
together with UNESCO and its World Book Capital campaign.

In 2008, the Hay Festival was granted the Queen’s Award for 
promoting literature outside the United Kingdom.
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The Hay Festival aims are:

 �To promote literature locally and internationally in order 
to promote dialogue, cultural exchange, education and 
development. 

 �To provide inclusive and accessible events with international 
artists. 

 �To foster involvement in social action and education: 20 per 
cent of the tickets are available free to students, and the Hay 
Joven programme is exclusively for students.

 �To work together with local and international government 
authorities, organisations and private companies, maximising 
our impact and benefitting the local population.
